This half term the children will be reading a book by Jeannie Baker. We will focus on
. inference using the very interesting collage pictures. The children will finish the unit by
English writing a story based on the pattern of the story. The children will develop their
knowledge of conjunctions, adjectives, adverbs and using dialogue within a story.

Later in the term, we will complete a poetry unit.

Initally, pupils will be recapping and consolidating key learning from Year 2. This will
allow them to revisit key knowledge such as number facts, calculating and estimating
to give them the best start when faced with new Year 3 learning!

We will then begin Year 3 content looking at Place Value. The children will identify
hundreds, tens and ones and how knowledge of place value can help us to count on
and count back, forming the foundations for addition and subtraction later in the year.
